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e Out of the 2.95 lakhs registered eligible candidates, 1.10 lakh were female, 1.85 lakh were male, and 9
were transgender candidates. Of the 2.58 lakh candidates who appeared, 0.97 lakh were female, 1.61
lakh were male, and 9 were transgender candidates.

o Of the 2.95 lakhs registered eligible candidates, the category-wise breakup is as follows: General —
65.76%, EWS - 5.26%, NC-OBC — 17.82%, SC — 8.78%, ST — 2.38%, PwD (across categories) —
0.49%. Of the 2.58 lakhs appeared candidates, General — 65.32%, EWS - 5.59%, NC-OBC — 18.52%,
SC —8.34%, ST — 2.22%, PwD (across categories) — 0.47%.
